The first version of inSite commenced in 1992 with the goal of
. stimulating and drawing attention to cutting-edge artistic
~ practices in San Diego-Tijuana. Through versions of the project
. completed in 1992, 1994, 1997, and 2000-2001, inSite has com-
misioned over 150 artistic interventions in public spaces
o throughnut the border area. The project has gained significant
_ international prestige as one of the most innovative and socially
and artistically engaged events within the contemporary art
world. With no institutional base, permanent staff, or fixed
space, inSite has continually evolved, but has nevertheless
remained focused on one key goal: to re-consider from an
artistic perspective what we understand by the term ‘public.’
Through an innovative residency program, inSite enables
invited artists not onky to generate new critical perspectives

inSite se inicié en 1992 como un proyecto cuyas intervenciones en el
espacio publico de Tijuana y San Diego buscaban promover lenguajes
artisticos mas radicales. A lo largo de las ediciones de 1992, 1994,
1997 y 2000-01, inSite ha comisionado mas de 150 proyectos,
posicionandose como uno de los eventos mas originales y compro-
metidos dentro de las practicas artisticas contemporaneas.
